I have been following current developments pertaining to economic development in New
York State under now Governor David Paterson. | think we can all agree that the
appointment by former Governor Eliot Spitzer of the first director of Upstate Economic
Development, namely, Daniel Gunderson, was a move in the right direction of having
someone from Albany assigned locally to finally assist in understanding and addressing the
longstanding economic development problems facing Upstate New York. Mr. Gunderson
is presently the point man for an Upstate revitalization strategy which received $700
