AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION -
Peter Reese - 49 Starin Avenue, Buffalo, NY

Spoke on the new proposed "cat" ordinance. Thanked the Common Council moving
forward with the positive changes. Stated that he was an attorney; and that he was a part
of the SUNY Buffalo Pro Bono Law Project. Stated that our old ordinance prohibited the
practice of TNVR. Stated that all of the publicity about the cats on Tonawanda Island has
become a tourist attraction. Stated that it was no secret that TNVR was going on under the
radar on Tonawanda Island. Respectfully asked the Common Council to drop the
permitting fee. Stated that all of the volunteers that practice TNVR are all well trained.
Stated that a permit process would be a concern in that it would be a detriment to the
TNVR process. Stated that providing a list of who is practicing TNVR would be harmful to
those providing this much needed volunteer service. Thanked the Common Council for
listening.

Danielle Coogan - 406 Robinson Street

Stated that she only recently learned of feral cats. Stated that she had attended a birthday
party at the Shores Restaurant and was ""blown away" by the amount of cats. Stated that
she agreed with Mr. Reese in that the cats have become a tourist attraction. Stated that she
has removed close to 30 kittens, vetted, and socialized them. Stated that she would like to
be able to practice TNVR for it eliminates a nuisances. Stated that she hoped that the City
would embrace TNVR and that she has raised over 12 thousand dollars in donations for
this effort.

Clara Miller - 32 Elwood Cheektowaga

Stated that she represents Pets Alive. Miss Miller read a prepared statement regarding the
merits of TNVR and the many intricacies of this project. Stated that she and Pets Alive are
standing by and ready to help. Thanked the Common Council.

Maureen Harding - 261 North Avenue

Stated that she was born here, moved away, and came back to live in North Tonawanda.
Stated that as a resident she fully supports this project and there should be no killing of
cats in North Tonawanda.
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Joseph Smith - 4456 Rushford Hamburg

Stated that he was a third year Law Student and SUNY Buffalo. Mr. Smith spoke in favor
of the proposed ordinance changes. Mr. Smith spoke to merits TNVR practitioners and
that fees and permitting will complicate the process. Stated that research and studies have
shown that it will cost the municipality $100.00 per cat to put a TNVR process in place in
the City of North Tonawanda. Stated that volunteers donate their time and talents with no
cost to the City. Thanked the Common Council for their consideration of this new
ordinance.

Sally Merritt-Braciak 2600 Dodge Road

Stated that she was very experienced with the TNVR process because that's what she does
and coordinates with Pets Alive to help train volunteers. Stated that she has been
practicing this process for the past 13 years. Stated that volunteers that she trains are held
in high regards and she has been closely involved with vetting the guidelines used in the
TNVR process. Stated that volunteers strictly adhere to the guidelines and they are all
driven by the love and compassion for this project. Stated that she holds classes for the
entire TNVR process. Stated that providing the city names on a list of who was able to do
TNVR would not be helpful to this project. Thanked the Common Council for their
support for the ordinance change. Stated that the Common Council have made a positive
change in the community.

Maria Barry - 1433 Master Street

Stated that she represents Feral Cats Focus and has been involved with TNVR since 2003
Stated that the implementation of the new ordinance would bring the feral cats numbers
down on Tonawanda Island. Stated that she hoped the Common Council would support
this positive change.

Heather Kalisiak - 611 Old Falls Boulevard

Stated that she was not present at this meeting to talk about statistics. Mrs. Kalisiak told a
family story about a litter of cats they had discovered in next to their home. Stated that
they trapped and had the TNVR process deployed on the mother and that a very worn
down and sickly cat was saved through the use of this process. Stated that the cat was
spotted months later and had transformed into a beautiful cat. Stated that volunteers were
colony caretakers and she did not want any reimbursement for what she spends on the
TNVR effort, rather she was happy to donate her money and time to make this project a
success. Stated that she hoped the Common Council would support this new ordinance.

Richard Kloch - 59 Whiting

Stated that he supported the ordinance change and that he was against any fee structure.
Praised the DPW for the road repair over the summer. Stated that he supported the
purchase of a new refuse vehicle. Stated that he was very privileged and honored to have
been able to swear in the late City Alderman Robert Clark earlier in the year. Stated that
he was a fine individual who served his country and his home town.

Kim Connolly - 52 California Drive Williamsville

Thanked the Common Council for the willingness to change the ordinance. Stated that she
was the Vice-Dean of SUNY Law and founded and is still a part of the Animal Pro-Bono
Law Project. Stated that her many students have scoured the laws of the nation and have
drafted a wonderful document that dearly defines and addresses the TNVR process. Stated
that the fee structure should be eliminated and that the feeding of those cats being
processed through TNVR should be allowed. Urged the Common Council to make the
necessary changes to the proposed ordinance.

Should your Honorable Body concur, please pass a resolution to amend Chapter 26
of the North Tonawanda City Code entitled, "CATS", as attached, subject to any further
review by the City Attorney. As with all ordinances, the subject amendment shall take
effect immediately.

The Common Council hereby approves the amendment of Chapter 26A of the North
Tonawanda City Code entitled “Cats”, as follows:

§26A-1 Definitions

As used in this chapter, the following terms shall have the meanings indicated:

CAT
Any animal of the feline species

OWNER

Every person having a property right in a cat and every person keeping, harboring or
feeding a cat for more than 48 hours. This provision shall not include a person who keeps or
feeds a cat on behalf of an owner at the owner's request to accommodate the owner's temporary
needs.

PERSON
An individual, firm, partnership, corporation or association of persons.

PUBLIC NUISANCE
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A cat that causes damage to public or private property or causes harm to any person.

ANIMAL WARDEN
An officer or agency designated by the Common Council.

ABANDONED CAT
A cat of any age which shall be left unattended, unclaimed, unlicensed or at large for a
period of 72 hours or more.

STRAY CAT
A cat having no known owner or custodian.

AT LARGE
A cat not confined, outside an area of escape such as a pen, corral, yard, cage, house,
vehicle, or other secure enclosure, unless otherwise under appropriate human control.

COLONY
A group of one or more community cats

COMMUNITY CAT
Any cat that is:
(1) Homeless, stray, at large or abandoned, where the cat:
a. Has been socialized to people, or is less than five weeks old
b. Could become feral as connection with humans is farther removed,
and
¢. In the case of cats older than five weeks, has a good potential to
quickly become domesticated once again; or
(2) Feral, where the cat:
a. Is not socialized towards humans;
b. Is born in the wild or is the offspring of an owned car; or
c. Isaformerly owned cat that has been abandoned; or
(3) A cat that lives in the community but is not owned by a human, sometimes
referred to as a “free-roaming” or “street” cat

DOMESTICATED CAT

A cat that is social towards humans, that currently lives within the resident or on the
property of a person or persons accepted as the cat’s owner and that is considered appropriate as
a companion for humans

EAR TIPPING
A straight-line cutting of the tip of the left ear of a cat with the cat is anesthetized

NEUTER

To permanently sterilize male cats to render them incapable of impregnating female cats
by means of either surgery performed to remove the reproductive organs or chemical sterilization
by which the cats are injected with a drug approved by the United States Food and Drug
Administration for that purpose.

SPAY

To permanently sterilize female cats to prevent estrus (heat) cycles and eliminate their
ability to become pregnant by means of either surgery performed to remove the ovaries and
uterus or chemical sterilization by which the cats are injected with a drug approved by the United
States Food and Drug Administration for that purpose.

STERILIZE
To spay or neuter a cat

TRAP, NEUTER, VACCINATE AND RETURN PROGRAM (TNVR)

A program in which community cats are humanely trapped, evaluated, vaccinated,
sterilized and ear tipped by a veterinarian and returned to the trap location with the intent of
controlling or reducing feline population and reproduction.

A person licensed to practice veterinary medicine in the State of New York

New §26A-10: TNVR

TNVR of community cats shall be legal in the City of North Tonawanda and
interested citizens are encouraged to participate in and support TNVR activities on a
voluntary basis.

(1) All persons who attempt to trap community cats for TNVR in the City of North
Tonawanda should be familiar with the guidelines supported by regional and
national feral and community cat organizations, regarding appropriate methods
of TNVR.

(2) Socialized Cats and all kittens subject to TNVR shall be eligible to be, but not
mandated to be, re-socialized and put up for adoption.

(3) An ear tipped cat received by local shelters shall be returned to the location
where trapped unless veterinary care is required. A trapped ear tipped cat shall
be released on site unless veterinary care is required. TNVR programs shall be
permitted to feed, water and care for trapped cats until they are released.

(4) Notice: All persons wishing to engage in TNVR must annually advise the office
of the City Clerk/Treasurer. All TVNR programs shall provide the following
information:

(a) The name, phone number and property address of the contact person;

(b) The location of the proposed TNVR program;

(c¢) The addresses of all properties within a fifty-foot radius of the proposed
TNVR program.

(5) Upon receipt of the TNVR notice, the City Clerk-Treasurer shall maintain a log of
TNVR programs within the City of North Tonawanda.

(6) Failure to provide the requisite notice to the City Clerk-Treasurer prior to
implementation of a TNVR program shall be considered a violation of this ordinance.

If any section of this chapter shall be adjudged invalid, the remainder of this chapter shall
be deemed valid and effective.

Stated that when he was working in his yard a dog from his
neighbor's yard ran across the street and the neighbor told him not to worry that the dog
was just curious and would not bother him. Stated he disagreed with that and he was
bothered. Stated that when he goes for walks he avoids people with dogs, will turn around
or cross the street and is barked at by dogs when he walks past houses. Stated that many
violations are not reported and that it is a cambersome process. Stated he was bitten by a
dog and filed a dangerous dog report. Stated that he did not want the animal put down and
had no intent to sue but wanted to make sure it was on the record that this happened.
Stated that the Judge ruled that through no fault of the dog owner a gate was left open and
the dog wandered out. Stated that he was shocked that he was bit and the Judge ruled the
owner was not at fault. Stated that a dog census would weed out a number of unlicensed
dogs.

Sandy McFarland - 38 South Lane

Stated that she had two questions. Inquired about the new cat ordinance and was
interested in what the amendments were that were voted on during the meeting. Inquired
about the Deer Bait and Shoot Program. Wondered if the program was ready to be
restarted in accordance with the DEC times and dates. Stated that she doesn't want to see
deer in the community. Stated that she hoped the program would be started very soon.
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Kristina Michaels - 743 Lee Avenue

Stated that she loves her home and was very happy to live on Lee Avenue. Stated that a
rental property has changed all of that and the street is not the same. Stated for the last
three years there have been loud and noisy parties, rowdy kids, and loud music. Stated that
fireworks are set off at :00AM on several occasions and that the police have been called
repeatedly to stop this issue and nothing ever changes. Stated that kids have run through
her backyard to avoid the Police and nothing was done. Stated that the property is a rental
property and there is a continual turnover of renters and every time it's the same problem
as stated above. Stated that people are coming and going at all times of the day and night.
Stated the grass has not been cut in over 2 months and the property is not taken care of.
Stated that she considered selling but she loves her home and why should she have to leave.
Stated that she is worried about her property value and that nobody up in the dais would
put up with what she is going through. Stated that her quality of life is affected and wants
something done.
