Niagara River Rocks Concert Series

concert series entitled "Cornerstone’s Niagara River Rocks” at Gratwick Riverside Park
on Sundays, June 22™, July 20™, July 27™", and August 24™.

Since returning to North
Tonawanda, these shows have been a great success and we anticipate this year to be
no different.”

Primus is an American rock band based in San Francisco, California originally formed in
1984. The band released a total of eight albums since their initial album was released
in 1989. In 2013, Primus’ acclaimed “Sailing The Seas Of Cheese” album was
nominated for a Grammy award as best surround sound album.
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Tom Cochrane is a Canadian musician best known for his hit songs “Life Is a Highway,”
“Lunatic Fringe,” “"Human Race,” and “I Wish You Well”, Cochrane fronted the
Canadian rock band Red Rider and has seven Juno Awards. He is a member of the
Canadian Music Hall of Fame, an Officer of the Order of Canada, and in 2009, he was
inducted onto the Canadian Walk of Fame.

The Fray is an American rock band from Denver, Colorado. Formed in 2002, they
achieved success with the release of their debut album, How to Save a Life in 2005,
which was certified double platinum by the RIAA and platinum in Australia, Canada,
New Zealand and the UK. The Fray achieved national success with their first single,
“Over My head (Cable Car)”, which became a top ten hit in the United States.

Dennis DeYoung is an American singer, songwriter, musician and producer best known
for being a founding member of the rock band Styx as lead vocalist and keyboardist, a
tenure that lasted from 1961-1999. DeYoung has been credited as the writer of more
Styx songs than any other Styx member.
